This paper examines cognitive mechanisms that stand behind text-forming significance
of literary symbol with regard to its inherent properties and sphere of functioning. A greater
emphasis is laid on the role and function of snail and butterfly symbolism in Virginia Woolf’s
‘Kew Gardens’ (1919) in the context of mental space dynamics and multilevel iconicity. The paper
concludes in suggesting an infrastructure model of literary discourse symbolism — from a textual
symbols network to the global symbol matrix.
