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SUMMARY

The monograph covers a broad philosophical and sociological
theoretical discourse, as well as the novels of the 21 century.
The book’s central concern is the analysis of recent turns in lit-
erary studies, specifically posthistoricism, transculturalism, and
geocriticism. I consider various dimensions of identity, such as
race, gender, class, and ethnicity. The works of E. Soja, F. Jame-
son, J. Habermas, S. Best, W. B. Michaels, K. Warren, T. Adorno,
J. Derrida, Michael Hardt, and Antonio Negri are discussed con-
cerning a postracial society, the Empire, postmodern identity,
a simulacrum of history. Sections of the monograph are devoted
to the analysis of novels by P. Everett, E. Jones, M. Hamid, and
others.

I address the issue of cultural production in Percival Ever-
ett’s Erasure (2001). To specify more precisely how the cultural
logic of late capitalism operates, I draw upon F.Jameson’s
works, where he argues that today’s aesthetic production has
become integrated into commodity production. Therefore eco-
nomic necessities define the nature of literary texts. The trans-
formation of the sphere of culture according to the logic of the
late capitalism, as well as the crisis of ideology contributed to
the emergence of aesthetic populism and the dissolving of the
frontier between high culture and commercial culture. In Perci-
val Everett’s novel, the narrator describes how the culture in-
dustry works.

In the chapter Fifty Shades of Lazurite, 1 study the semantics
of the blue color in Percival Everett’s novel So Much Blue...
(2017). I conclude that color correlates with the traumatic expe-
rience of the main character, but is not subordinate to him. Col-
or has an independent meaning and function in the text and
does not serve as a background for the feelings and experiences
of the narrator. The redundancy of blue paint, its return to the
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artist's palette, takes place in parallel with the narrator’s com-
prehension and reconciliation with the traumatic past.

The explicit focus of the works by Jared Taylor’s White Iden-
tity. Racial Consciousness and Robin DiAngelo’s White Fragility:
Why It’s So Hard for White People to Talk About Racism, where
they propose the new critical approach to race and post-racial
society, lends itself to the subject matter of this book, which ad-
dresses the issue of African American identity. I examine how
the narrator in Michael Thomas’ Man Gone Down (2006) fights
his way toward a post-racial identity in a supposedly post-racial
America.

Drawing on the insights of Walter Benn Michaels, it is argued
that in the posthistoricist paradigm — when the ideological dis-
agreement is replaced by the identitarian difference — the main
emphasis has shifted from history as a fact, a cause, or know-
ledge into notions of memory and re-memory as crucial for
posthistoricist ideas of identity formation. In this context, the
historical past is transformed into the remembered past. The
analysis of Edward Jones’ novel The Known World (2003) shows
that the theme Jones (re)introduces, that is of black slave own-
ers, correlates with the recent criticism of organic racial identity
and essentialist views about collective consciousness. The novel
can be located in a broader paradigm of destabilizing the ideo-
logy of identity that privileged race, gender, and sexual orienta-
tion. Jones introduces a new topic to African American writ-
ings — black slave owners, which is effective for destabilizing
and deconstructing the idea of organic racial ideology.

I draw parallels between Mohsin Hamid’s novel The Reluc-
tant Fundamentalist (2007) and recent scholarship on new im-
perialism and the global economy. In particular, the works by
Michael Hardt and Antonio Negri Empire and Multitudes: War
and Democracy in the Age of Empire, where they argue that the
modern type of Militarist Empire disappeared and a new Empire
which is a blend of technology, economics, and globalization
emerged. The primary symptom of the coming of Empire is the
declining sovereignty of nation-states and their inability to regu-
late economic and cultural exchange. In presenting the analysis
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Summary

of the novel, I am advancing an account that is related to the ar-
gument that Jurgen Habermas has advanced regarding nowa-
days Islamic fundamentalism. Habermas asserts that the global-
ization of markets and expansion of foreign direct investments
caused the split of the world into winner and loser countries. In
this context, the USA appears as an insult to the self-confidence of
the Arab world. This is, according to Habermas, one of the factors
that distorted the communicative act between East and West.
I conclude that the successful dialogue between East and West
depends on the widening of their original perspectives and a «fu-
sion of horizons» (Habermas).
