MULTIMEDIASATION OF LINGUISTIC EDUCATION

IN THE FORMAT OF OFFLINE AND ONLINE TRAINING

Esteemed participants and guests of the International scientific and
practical conference “Knowledge Engineering as a Factor of Intercultural
Cooperation of Ukraine with Japan, the People’s Republic of China and the
Republic of Korea”!

The topics proposed for discussion are extremely relevant, and I am
grateful to all participants of the webinar in various fields of knowledge
engineering who are ready to offer new non-standard solutions in the
development and application of multimedia technologies in distance learning
and learning foreign languages, primarily those studied by students of the
Faculty of Oriental Studies.

It is known that the pandemic and its consequences have affected all
spheres of life of modern Ukrainian society, including the field of education,
which in March 2020 began to actively implement distance online education
technologies in the educational process. As the results of the summer
examination session showed, Kyiv National Linguistic University quite
successfully reoriented educational process into the on-line space and passed
the first stage of adaptation to this format of education. At the same time, the
problems of the computer technical equipment and other means for the new
multimedia of the educational and scientific process, which are used by both
academic teaching staff and students, as well as urgent issues related to the
need for training, instruction and consultation of students at all levels of
education, remain unresolved for the professional formation of multimedia
competencies in all its participants.
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Currently, there is every reason to say (and this year's University
admissions process is a clear indication — 24th place in the Ukrainian
Universities ranking in terms of applications for Admission — 2020) that KNLU
was, is and will be a successful higher educational institution in the format of
off-line linguistic education. And even the situation with the coronavirus, which
set new tasks for the KNLU, did not affect the quality of educational and
scientific process, but, on the contrary, forced to mobilize all the University
resources and potential for its modernization.

Does this mean that KNLU has fully responded to this global challenge?
Of course, not. And the key task for the University administration in the crisis
situation is to find optimal variants for quality teaching and learning of foreign
languages, especially at the Faculty of Oriental Studies, because, as practice has
shown, students (and their parents) do not agree to learn languages, quite
complex in their structure, only in a remote online format.

And this suggests that online training cannot and should not completely
replace the offline process, including live communication with native speakers
and representatives of languages and cultures of Japan, People’s Republic of
China and Republic of Korea.

In my opinion, the linguistic education system today is undergoing a
stress test to diagnose the choice of effective multimedia programs for two
training formats and is in a state of fluctuation represented by new multimedia,
whose resources are at the bifurcation points.

According to forecasts, offline training will continue to occupy a leading
position in the market of educational services during the crisis, since the online
service does not yet have those alternatives that could fully compensate for all
offline educational and scientific components.

Being aware of this situation, Kyiv National Linguistic University in
September 2020 introduced the practice of combining offline and online training
and will improve this experiment, which will form a stable model of creolized
multimedia linguistic education.

I hope that today's online webinar will be another window of
opportunities for the new multimedia technologies engineering in multilingual
and intercultural linguistic education.
