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LANGUAGE ENGINEERING OF

PRIMARY AND SECONDARY SEMIOTIC SYSTEMS

The definition of semiotics as a science was once proposed
by Vyach. Vs. Ivanov (Ivanov, 1999). The scholar considered any system of signs
used in human society as the object of it. Yu. M. Lotman expressed a similar
opinion and added that language is a communication system, which uses
specifically ordered signs (Lotman, 2000).
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Understanding language from the standpoint of semiotics, it should be
assumed that this broad concept combines: 1) natural languages; 2) artificial
languages, which are material artifacts (created as a result of human activity
and put into circulation with the help of natural languages) — formalized
languages, i.e. a system of signs and symbols: from chemical and mathematical
nomenclatures to computer programming languages and international
communication (Sokolov, 2002); 3) secondary languages as communication
structures that are spiritual and material artifacts and are superimposed
on the natural-linguistic level (art, myth, religion).

With regard to artificial and secondary languages, it should be noted that
semiotics deals primarily with models, i.e. with images of displayed objects,
which consist of elements and relationships between these elements.
These images (models) can be ideal if the relationship between the simulated
objects and the images (from the pragmatic point of view of the user of such
a model) is proportionally present in the elements of both the modelled object
and in the image (model).

Natural language is the primary semiotic system in the human society,
which affects the psyche of people and all aspects of social life by its structure.
Meanwhile, the secondary semiotic systems form complex hierarchical levels,
where the lower-level system (which is natural language) encodes signs that
model higher-level systems (sign systems of all kinds of science (artificial
languages) and art (actually secondary languages).
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
