SUMMARY
This term paper analyzes the grammatical structures of modern English. The study
covered the analysis of the main tenses, modal verbs, variants of using
grammatical structures in informal communication situations, as well as the use of
active and passive voice.
First, we analyzed the use of basic grammatical tenses. There are 12 tenses in
English that are used to express different meanings in different situations. In
addition, the use of modal verbs was studied, which help to express possibility,
duty, desire, ability and other concepts.
The second part of the study examines the ways of using grammatical
constructions in informal communication situations. It was noted that in such
informal situations grammatical constructions are used differently than in formal
ones. In this case, the use of various abbreviations and slang expressions was
considered.
The use of the active and passive voice was considered. The active voice conveys
the action performed by the subject of the sentence, while the passive voice reflects
the action that happened to the subject.
Next, the typical grammatical constructions used in informal communication
situations were considered. In such situations, simple language and abbreviations
are usually used, which do not always correspond to the rules of the formal style.
Typical grammatical constructions such as Present Simple, Past Simple, Present
Continuous, Past Continuous, and others are used depending on the context and
purpose of communication. In formal situations, such as business letters, research
papers, formal addresses, and others, more standard and formal forms of
grammatical structures are usually used.
