Andrew’s evening party: The evening parties are held on the night from 12th to

13th of December and include a lot of funny activities the main aim of which is to know

more about your future husband and destiny. Girls practice various divinations using
mirrors, fire, and even shoes.

New Year day: New Year is one of the most popular calendar fests. New Year’s
Day is a national holiday in Ukraine. People gather together by the festive table with
gourmet dishes and champagne. At midnight they raise a toast to drink to the New Year
and congratulate each other.

Holy Night: For the Holy Night or Christmas Eve dinner, every family should
prepare 12 dishes to be served at the table. The difficulty lays in the obligation that all
12 dishes should be fasting eligible (no meat, eggs and other products of animal origin
included) because fast is not yet over. So every family prepares the dinner and waits
when the first star appears in the night sky - that’s the sign to start.

Christmas: Every year starts with the most famous one of traditional Ukrainian
holidays - Christmas. Christmas celebration falls on 7th of January with the Christmas
Eve the day before. Both days are an important part of the traditional celebration. When
Christmas Eve is 100% family event, Christmas itself encourages people to make visits
to each other.

Generous evening» (Schedryi vechir) or Malanka: Malanka it’s the name of
the performance traditionally held by local youth and it falls on 13th of January
evening. Young people make a big preparation, wear fancy dress, paint faces and bring

a lot of equipment. All these to properly fulfill the mission - look scary and make a lot
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of noise. The group goes from house to the house singing special songs, dancing and
playing. Back in times, people believed it brings lots of luck and happiness through
making evil forces go away.

Maslyana: This one of traditional Ukrainian holidays can be called a festival due
to the length and fun of its celebration. Maslyana falls on the last week of February.
People often associate it with the tasty food and open-air festivals that are purposed to
welcome spring. The main dish of the holiday - pancakes.
