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SUMMARY

Our research paper concerns the research of the peculiarities of the concept of
HYBRID WAR in contemporary English newspaper discourse: linguocognitive and
translation-related aspects.

One of the most important types of language activities is translation, the
mastering of which is necessary for the full work of representatives of various
specialties. The translation of newspaper texts of military subjects is generally
distinguished by the special military vocabulary, the widespread use of military and
scientific and technical terminology, the presence of a large number of phraseological
units, abbreviations, shortenings and symbols, metaphorical and metonymic
expressions that are typical only for the military sphere of communication.

In our opinion, the linguocognitive approach to solving the problem of military
vocabulary research on the designation of the concept of HYBRID WAR is well studied.
However, the peculiarities of the translation of the texts of a particular newspaper
genre of the military sphere remain beyond the attention of researchers. This group of
texts primarily includes military-publicistic texts. In the literature on the translation
of military documents, only some comments on this issue can be found. Nevertheless,
it is equally important to study the structural and semantic peculiarities of military
texts in the aspect of translation, which is especially relevant at this stage of the
development of military translation of English periodicals.

The choice of research areas is caused by the rapid development of military
science and technology, the emergence of numerous technical innovations and a
considerable amount of new information that is essential for solving the problems of
military translation. In addition, a great importance is given to the accuracy of the
translation, because the translated material can be the basis for important decisions,
conduct of military operations and others.

In the military translation, the accuracy of the rendering is very important, as
the translated material can become the basis for making important decisions,

conducting military operations, etc. A lot of attention was paid to the study of

strategies for sectoral translation by such scholars as: V.M. Komissarov, O.V. Burda-
Lassen, V.I. Karaban, Y.I. Retsker. The review of scientific literature on the subject
under study, namely: the peculiarities of the concept of HYBRID WAR in contemporary
English newspaper discourse: linguocognitive and translation-related aspects (V.
Belous, D. Vasilenko, J. Lakoff, L. Neilubin, N. Schmidt, etc.) gives an opportunity
to argue that in the modern linguistics and translation science the given problem is
paid insufficient attention.

The topicality is determined by the general trend of modern linguistic and
translation studies’ research to study the problems of concept of HYBRID WAR in
contemporary English newspaper discourse in linguocognitive and translation-related
aspects. The detection of the means of reflection of ideas of HYBRID WAR in today’s
newspaper discourse and ways of their rendering in Ukrainian translations will
contribute to a better understanding of the nature of this linguo-mental construct and
patterns of its perception in contemporary media space.

The aim of the research is to study the the peculiarities of the concept of
HYBRID WAR in contemporary English newspaper discourse in linguocognitive and
translation-related aspects.

The realization of the given purpose is expressed in special objectives:

— to determine the theoretical principles of study linguistic means of
verbalization of the concept HYBRID WAR in linguistics and translation studies;

— to describe linguistic means of verbalization of the concept HYBRID WAR in
the translation studies’ aspect;

— to investigate translation strategies of rendering linguistic means of
verbalization of the concept HYBRID WAR;

— to distinguish the stylistic features of newspaper text and means of their
rendering in translation;

— to consider structural and semantic features of linguistic means of

verbalization of the concept HYBRID WAR in newspaper texts;
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— to describe ways of equivalent rendering into Ukrainian the linguistic means
of verbalization of the concept HYBRID WAR in the translation of the texts of English
newspaper discourse;

— to analyze the use of transformations to preserve pragmatic functions of
linguistic means of verbalization of the concept HYBRID WAR in the translations of the
texts of English newspaper discourse.

The object of the research is the concept HYBRID WAR.

The subject of the research is the peculiarities of linguistic means of
verbalization of the concept HYBRID WAR in modern newspaper discourse and ways
of their rendering in Ukrainian translations.

The data sources of the research are English newspaper texts, including 100
discourse fragments, selected by sampling from the printed and electronic English
periodicals.

The methods of research are predetermined by the aim, objectives and
analyzed material: contextually-interpretative method clarified the specific meanings
of words and phrases of military branch; conceptual analysis, which aims to trace the
way of knowledge of the meaning of the concept through its components;
linguostylistic method was used to identify stylistically marked means of
verbalization of the concept HYBRID WAR in newspaper texts; contrastive method
provided the correlation of lexical, grammatical and lexical and grammatical
structures in the source language and their Ukrainian equivalents in military
newspaper texts; descriptive method, by which the use of a certain type of
transformation was justified; method of transformational analysis, which is in a study
of different types of transformations, namely lexical, lexical and grammatical,
grammatical.

The scientific novelty of the research is determined by the fact that it
comprehensively examines the means of verbalizing the concept of HYBRID WAR in
contemporary newspaper discourse and ways of their rendering in Ukrainian
translations. The research of specific features of the newspaper texts of the military

branch is being conducted. In the paper it is proved that the concept of HYBRID WAR

is universal and culturally conditioned. Structural, semantic and stylistic features of
linguistic means to describe the concept of HYBRID WAR in newspaper texts have
been revealed.

The practical value of the research is the collected and analyzed material can
be used to update theoretical courses on a range of subjects, including: “Lexicology
of the English language”, “The stylistics of the English language”, “General
Linguistics” as well as to create new courses and special seminars in conceptology,
linguo-cultural studies, translation studies. The proposed research results can be
useful for linguists and translators who want to improve their professional skills.

Translation analysis of linguistic units on the designation of the concept of
HYBRID WAR allows us to conclude that the conceptual metaphor is an integral
element in the newspaper military discourse. It makes the language of newspaper
more expressive. The study of the illustrative material showed that phrases with
metaphorical meanings are constantly used in articles on military subjects.
Consequently, we can conclude that metaphorical models of the concept of HYBRID
WAR, available in the original text, are, in most cases, preserved. At the same time,
widespread the use of methods of omission, replacement (in particular, generalization
and specification of meaning), full rearrangement and semantic or sense
development (modulation).

In cases where it is impossible to preserve the metaphor due to the peculiarities
of valency of the units of translation language, the translator is forced to resort to the
method of descriptive translation, compensating for the loss of metaphorical imagery
by introducing into the text additional images that enhances expression, and also
obvious are the cases of metaphorical lacunae. We see it necessary to stress once
again that the translator must adequately convey the metaphors, since an expression
that sounds appropriate in the original language during the translation has a
completely different pragmatic load, and, consequently, another influence and

reaction of the recipient, even if the transmission of semantic components is accurate.
