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SUMMARY

In the first section, the theoretical prerequisites for the use of project-based learning
for the formation of English-language competence in oral production among elementary
school students are considered, such as: the goals of forming knowledge and skills of
competence in oral production, prerequisites for the formation of competence in oral
production, strategies of oral production, types of projects, advantages and difficulties of
project-based learning.

The second section describes observations during trial training at school #85 in Kyiv.
The Focus 2 (2nd edition) educational and methodological complex, the lesson of a student-
intern, was analyzed, and a project for the development of English oral production skills of
8th grade students was presented.
