Savytska O. “Exercises for the development of Grade 11 students’ English
reproductive grammar skills.” Kyiv National Linguistic University, Kyiv, 2023.

The course paper covers the issues of developing English reproductive grammar
skills of Grade 11 students.

The issues concerning English grammar competence development of upper
secondary school students are considered. The Foreign Language Curriculum (2017), the
National Curriculum (2020), and the Programme of External Independent Evaluation in
English (2018) have been analyzed. The requirements for the development of
grammatical competence of Grade 11 students have been specified. It has been
determined which grammar topics graduates of secondary education institutions at B1-
B2 English level should master. The content of English grammar material for teaching
upper secondary school students is described. The psychological and methodological
peculiarities of Grade 11 students’ grammar competence development have been
determined. It is established that the development of reproductive grammar skills should
take place in accordance with the principles of an explicit approach using deductive and
inductive methods depending on the complexity of grammatical structures.

Pedagogical experience regarding the use of of teaching methods, techniques, and
tools, educational material and exercises for the development of Grade 11 students’
grammar competence is summarized. The importance of pseudocommunicative exercises
for the development of speech reproductive skills is proved. A set of exercises is offered
to familiarize students with the use of articles and modal verbs of deduction and to provide
them with practice using the target language.
