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SUMMARY

In the first section, we described the results of the analysis of current state
documents in the field of school education, such as the Foreign Language Program for
Grades 5-9 and the State Standard of Secondary Education, regarding the goals and
content of developing English lexical competence of students in the middle school,
specifically the 6th grade. Scientific works confirm the effectiveness of using various
visual aids in the educational process. They contribute to a better understanding of new
material, activation of thinking, and development of creative abilities in students. The
psychological age characteristics of middle school students, such as early school age,
presence of visual-spatial thinking, high activity in perception of new material, also
confirm the importance of using visual aids in the educational process.

In the second section, we described the pedagogical experience of teachers and a
student intern in a specialized school with intensive English language learning, School
No. 85 in Kyiv, regarding the use of various types of visual aids for the development of
English lexical competence in 6th grade students. It was determined that teachers
actively use various types of visual aids. We described our experience of attending
lessons of teachers who used visual aids in their lessons for the development of lexical
competence. Furthermore, we presented the results of the analysis of the textbook "Next
Move 3" used for English language learning in the 6th grade, regarding its potential for
using visual aids in English language lessons for the development of lexical
competence. We presented our methodological development - an atlas of different types
of visuals to develop English lexical competence in 6th grade students on the theme
«Home sweet homey.
