The freedom of the mass media in Ukraine has become real
today. The mass media are free to choose their own ownership, genre, type and
periodicity.

To gain freedom and become a single public structure the mass media in Ukraine
have to overcome many difficulties in their long history. The beginning of Ukrainian
press is considered the "Kharkov Weekly". It was founded in 1812. The newspaper
tried to attract people's attention to the problems of economic, political and cultural
life of the country.

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SUMMARY

In our paper work, we characterized the psychological prerequisites for
effective planning of English lessons in high school. The concept of “lesson
effectiveness” was defined, and we will also consider the psychological aspects that a
foreign language teacher should use at the beginning, during and at the end of the
lesson. The main requirements for planning a modern English language lesson in high
school were characterized, and its main features were considered. It was found that
