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SUMMARY

In order to improve the efficiency of teaching English language and culture
in elementary school, the basic methodological requirements for a modern English

language and culture lesson were considered.

In Chapter 1, the structure of an English language and culture lesson and its
main requirements were studied. The lesson structure should include elements such
as motivation, activation of prior knowledge, acquisition of new knowledge,
exercises for reinforcement and application of knowledge, assessment, evaluation,
and reflection. The main requirements for an English language and culture lesson
include ensuring active student participation in the learning process, using various
forms and methods of teaching, providing individualized approaches to students,

and developing their cognitive and communicative skills.

In Chapter 2, the technology of teaching an English language and culture
lesson was studied. The objects of analysis of the lesson were determined and a
scheme for general and in-depth analysis of the lesson was considered. A lesson
plan for English language and culture was developed for 7th grade students, which
includes all the necessary elements of the lesson structure, as well as exercises and

tasks aimed at developing students' cognitive and communicative skKills.

The English language and culture lesson, like any complex phenomenon,
must be understood and approved by the teacher through their knowledge and
intuition. Only then can it be conducted at a high level of emotional and technical

proficiency.

The successful delivery of a lesson depends on how well the teacher has
prepared the lesson plan, as it is the foundation for successful lesson delivery. The

quality of planning directly affects the quality and effectiveness of the lesson.

Due to the fact that teachers are now not only educational leaders but also
organizers of student activities during the lesson, there are increasingly high

demands on their professionalism, which is based on methodological competence.
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Important skills for a teacher include the ability to plan their pedagogical activities
in general and specific lessons, which is necessary in the process of working with

students.

So, studying the basic methodological requirements for a modern English
language and culture lesson allows teachers to more effectively organize the
learning process in primary school, ensures an improvement in the quality of
education, and the development of cognitive and communicative skills in students.
It is important to use various forms and methods of teaching, provide an individual
approach to students, and develop their cognitive and communicative skills. The
technology of teaching English language and culture lessons should include
analyzing the lesson and developing a lesson plan that takes into account all
elements of the lesson structure and tasks aimed at developing students' cognitive
and communicative skills.
