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SUMMARY

The modern education system of Ukraine is in the center of rapid changes, it is
increasingly integrated into the international educational space and it sets the task of
teaching students to freely express their thoughts in English. In addition to this, the need
for new approaches to education is increasing. Project activity is an effective and complex
educational method that acts as an impulse for students to acquire new knowledge. This
is what led to the choice of a course work on the topic: "Development of English

monologue skills of secondary school students by means of project technology."

The scientific novelty of the research consists in substantiating the expediency of
using project technology for the development of English monologue skills of secondary

school students.

The practical task of the research consists in the development of the educational
project "Do sports have the power to change our lives?" for the development of English

monologue skills of 9th grade students.

The course work consists of an introduction, two sections, conclusions, a summary

and a list of used sources. There are 41 pages of work, 26 sources are used.

In the first section of this work, the theoretical prerequisites for the use of project
technology in the process of developing the English monologue skills of secondary school
students are revealed: the goals and content of the formation of English competence in
the monologue speech of secondary school students are clarified and the peculiarities of
the use of project technology in the process of developing English monologue skills of

secondary school students are determined.

In the second section of this work, the method of using project technology for the
development of English monologue skills of 9th grade students is revealed: the
pedagogical experience of using project technology in the process of teaching English to

secondary school students is studied and summarized, and an educational project "Do
