LASTING ECHO OF THE HOLOCAUST: MEDIATED TRAUMA IN LATE
20™ — EARLY 215" CENTURY AMERICAN FICTION AND DRAMA

Abstract. Literature is one of the most effective ways for representing traumatic memory since it accomplishes this task by
means of imagery. In American literary studies, the extensive research of the Holocaust literature tended to deploy the prevalent
model focusing on the tragic fate of European Jewry through the prism of the victims’ psychology. The survivors of the unspeakable
experience are striving to express (or repress) it from the perspective of their new American reality. Based on fiction and drama
of the late 20th — early 21st centuries, the paper seeks to present an alternative mode of addressing the Holocaust trauma as
second-hand experience of the characters who happen to be not direct victims, but rather «bystanders», nevertheless affected by
PTSD. It seems expedient to apply certain premises laid out by the theorists of trauma (C. Caruth, D. La Capra, G. Hartman and
others) to writings by Michael Chabon, Paul Auster, and Arthur Miller dealing with mediated («<muted») Holocaust experience.
This version also has at its core correlation between the factual and the fictional, the role of memory and imagination, temporal,
spatial, and psychological distancing from the blood-curdling events. At the same time, special emphasis is laid on symbolic
connotations bringing America within the ambit of reflections on the nature of ubiquitous evil. Veering towards traditional forms
of narrative, the authors also make use of the potential inherent in fragmented story-telling. The texts highlight the strategies of
working through the trauma including proactive initiatives, accepting the Other in oneself, transforming traumatic memory into
other forms, such as cohesive narrative and/or fragmentary catalogue.

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THE UKRAINIAN RUSSIAN STUDIES:
WHAT SENSE THEY HAVE AND HAVE THEY ANY SENSE AT ALL?

Abstract. «Les Ecrivains francais et le mirage allemand. 1800-1940» by Jean-Marie Carré was not just an emotional reaction
of the French Germanist and Comparativist to the World War II, but a critical study of «the German Idea» in the context of 19-
20th cent. cultural heritage. The proposed article of the Ukrainian Rusist addresses «the Russian Idea» on the basis of Carré’s
methodology. How does academic Russian Studies look in history, theory, and practice in the context of the Carré syndrome? What
did it mean for Ukraine, what does it mean for Ukraine now and is it going to matter for Ukraine in future? When did Ukrainian
intellectuals start to study the phenomenon of Russia and what system of stereotypes have they shaped??

These questions are bound to take us back to the 17th c. when the sense of national identity started superceding the religious
identity of European communities. As to the Russian Empire, it was virually non-existent until mid-17th c,, when Ukrainian and
Belarussian clergy designed it and translated their design into life through making it known to the Russian tzar. As any artificial
formation, Russian empire was badly in need of a myth about its historic mission and high origin. This myth featuring the Romanovs’
derivation from the Kyiv prince Volodymyr who baptized «the three fraternatal nations» justifying the Russians’ manifest destiny was
provided to the Romanovs by the Kyiv school religious activists, and later writers, such as Hohol and Dostoyevsky. While Dostoyevsky's
contribution into «the Russian Idea» is generally acknowledged in cultural historiography, detailed studies remain scarce. In fact
Hohol and Dostoyevsky were in many ways the interpreters of the spiritual heritage of Simeon Polotsky and Lazar Baranovich.

Ukrainian Russian studies have accumulated invaluable expertise in studying the nation characterized by Pushkin as «devoid of
common sense and mercy». To begin with, it is a unique source for European Russian Studies providing a specific angle of vision of its subject.
Then, since it was Kyiv school thinkers of the 17th c. who invented a certain code bringing to life the Russian Empire, their descendants must
be capable of deptiving this Golem on the feet of clay of its «magic» powers. Since this Golem has gotten out of control and began its
destructive crusade, the time has come to show the world its rotten essence, making him eventually weaken, decline, and come to dust.

The novel
Sarah’s Key (2007), the first literary text in English later translated in French, reveals a dark episode in the life of French society
within the Nazi occupation in 1940-s, namely one of the biggest crimes committed by Nazis against Jewish people — the raid
of Vel d’lv (July 1942) that was witnessed and partially supported by a number of population in Paris.

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DOMESTICATION OF NAZISM
IN THE MAN IN THE HIGH CASTLE TV SERIES

Abstract. Continuing the study of Philip Dick’s alternate historical novel «The Man in the High Castle» (1962) and Frank
Spotnitz's eponymous television series (2015-2019), the author focuses on the domestication of Nazi ideology, on «the banality
of evil» in the series. The authors of the show strive for such an effect for the sake of immersing the viewer in complex historical
processes, to demonstrate that following a dangerous ideology can happen to almost anyone. The series features, in particular,
the East Coast of the United States, primarily New York in the 1960s, under the rule of the Nazis. The article compares the models
ofthe world in the novel and the series and emphasizes that certain features of ambivalent American society provide its immunity
against Nazi ideology, while others, under certain conditions, enable compromise with Nazism.

In the TV series, among the main characters are the Smith family: John Smith, Reichsmarschall and later Reichsfiihrer of North
America, his wife Helen, and their children (son Thomas, daughters Amy, and Jennifer). All of them are absent in Dick’s novel, but
the introduction of these characters is the success of the series and helps its authors raise the painful topic of collaboration with
the Nazis and even the full acceptance of their inhumane ideas by ordinary Americans (moreover, by any people).

A former Captain of the US Army, Smith makes a difficult choice after the surrender of his country to save himself and his
family from starvation and repression. John agrees to work for the Nazis, then he betrays his best friend, a Jew, later Smith brutally
investigates the Resistance, learns to survive under the Nazis, and participates in their power intrigues. Like a true predator, Smith
becomes part of the inhumane System, but throughout the series, the audience feels that John's soul does not yet fully belong to
this regime.

In our reality, John Smith also exists: he is also a former US military man, but later John becomes a successful sales clerk, a
decent citizen, a true gentleman, and an ideal family man. Traveling to our world, Smith sees what he could be like in a country
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without the Nazis. At the end of the series, before committing suicide, Reichsfiihrer Smith says that he has become the worst copy
of himself of all possible, but his last actions show that he can only get out of the game, but not stop the System, which he has

been building for many years.

The author concludes that John'’s life reveals the initial contradiction and splitting of the components of the American Dream:
materialism and idealism, individualism and national interests, success and ways to achieve it. On the one hand, Smith as a Nazi
is a successful person, a great family man, and almost a superman. On the other hand, John Smith betrays the American Dream in
terms of the ideals of democracy and freedom. The end of his life coincides with the beginning of the end of Nazi America.

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«LYSISTRATA’S PHENOMENON>»: NEW SENSES OF THE ANCIENT PLOT
IN THE CONTEXT OF SOCIO-POLITICAL CRISES OF THE 21T CENTURY

Abstract. The Peloponnesian war and the crisis of the police system of the end of the 5th — beginning of the 4th century BC
became the historical context and stage chronotope for Aristophanes’ comedies.

The article explores the peculiarities of the formation of modern «Lysistrata» receptions, in particular in cinematography and
journalism. The premises of the «Lysistrata’s phenomenon» emergence and their interconnections with the reinterpretation of the
ancient heritage are examined. In the 21st century «Lysistrata» serves as the source for the formation of the new mythologems. In
the first years of New Millennium the plot of the Aristophanes’ comedy was considered as purely comic, fantastic, or even absurd.
We consider the year 2003rd and the global culture initiative «Lysistrata project» to be the starting point for the «Lysistrata’s
phenomenony. After «Lysistrata project» and, especially, events in Liberia global media cultivated neo-mythological concept of
Lysistrata as the embodiment of political sex-strikes. Such simplification led to changes in artistic reception of the play, which
could be traced in the theatre adaptation of the first decade of the 21st century. Spike Lee’s «Chi-rag» brought back complexity and
multiple dimensions of Aristophanes’ play — juxtaposition of modern Chicago and ancient Athens opened plenty of senses and
allows new optics for modern classic’s reception and for classical text itself. The Old Greek comedy «Lysistrata» became the optimal
artistic focal point for the comprehension of the problems of war, peace, political order, race, and gender conflicts. The «Lysistrata’s
phenomenon» demands further discussion based on multidisciplinary approach.

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HRYHORII SKOVORODA
AS A METATEXT OF POETS-«KHATIANY»

Abstract. The article presents a study of the motif of freedom in poetry, which was published in the magazine «Ukrainian
Khata» in the intertextual field with Skovoroda’s poetry. The motif of freedom sounded loudest in Ukrainian poetry on the
pages of turning points in history. Now Ukraine is experiencing the exact time. hundred years ago, at the beginning of the
20th century. Ukraine had a chance to defend its national freedom.This was reflected in the works of Ukrainian poets, which
were published in the magazine «Ukrainian Khata» (1909-1914). The motif of freedom did not sound in every poem of every
poet that was published on the pages of «Ukrainian Khata». The article highlights the names of those who emphasized the
motif of freedom in their poems. The life and work of Skovoroda is a metatext of Ukrainian poetry of the beginning of the
20th century:Maksym Rylskyi, Pavlo Tychyna, Oleksandr Neprytskyi-Hranovskyi, M. Dontsiv, O. Nedolia, Yakiv Mamontov,
Sydir Tverdokhlib, Mykola Voronnyi, Oleksandr Oles, Khrystyna Alchevska, Hryhorii Chuprynka, Mykola Filianskyi. In their
poetry on the pages of the «Ukrainian Khata» magazine, motifs and metaphors explain the lyrical heroes’ desire to be free,to
reject patterns, to discover inner boundless freedom in unity with nature. This brings the poets of the magazine «Ukrainian
Khata» closer to Skovoroda. So The Garden of Divine Songs of Hryhory Skovoroda is a pretext for their poetry. With the help
of thematic criticism, the leading themes of the poems of the authors of the beginning of the 20th century were determined:
addressing the theme of free Ukraine in the historical past (M. Dontsiv, O. Nedolia, Alchevska), depicting the state of the
Ukrainian spirit of freedom in the present (Mykola Voronnyi, Oleksandr Neprytskyi-Hranovskyi, Hryhorii Chuprynka, Sydir
Tverdokhlib, Yakiv Mamontov), deep feelings for the fate of the people (Mykola Filianskyi), a desperate desire to achieve
national freedom (Maksym Rylskyi).These themes in the poetic texts of «Ukrainian Khata» allow us to consider the named
poets as heirs of Hryhoriy Savovych.

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THE RUSSIA-UKRAINE WAR
AND METAMODERN STRUCTURE OF FEELING

Abstract. The study takes into the consideration the existing dynamic relationship between metamodernism and the Russia-
Ukraine war. The article aims to draw the parallels between metamodern structure of feeling and the harsh reality of war in Ukraine.
The author has summarized the conceptual foundations of metamodernism and its paradigmatic benchmarks such as historicity,
affect, and depth. It has been argued that these markers of metamodernism, conceptualized by Timotheus Vermeulen and Robin van
den Akker, have intensified in the context of the Russia-Ukraine war. In particular, the past and the narrative of a nation problematized
by the postmodern thinkers are re-activated within the Russia-Ukraine war. They are necessary to tie the past with our present and our
future as well as to join disconnected presents. Metamodern historicity compensates historical amnesia of postmodernism and gives
grounds to imagine a historical moment. Affect as a metamodern intensity through which we articulate the emotional reactions
and responses has gained new currency during the Russia-Ukrainian war. Thousands of Ukrainian refugees are receiving help and
support from the governments of different countries and people across the world. This situation exemplifies a desire of metamodern
subjectivity for a meaningful personal emotional experience and interconnectedness. It has been concluded that metamodern logic
has been forged during the Russia-Ukraine war and metamodern touchstones (historicity, affect, and depth) are contextualized in
the reality of the 21st-century barbaric bloodshed. Moreover, the Russia-Ukraine war has disclosed that the intellectual life under
the postmodern negation of grand narratives, truth, tradition, center, and other categories led us to intellectual and practical dead
ends. The clash of civilizations that we experience today confirms the end of postmodern skepticism and irony, fragmentation, and
playfulness. The postmodern logic blocked out our ability to respond to the tragedies and deaths brought by the war. We need a
metamodern return to emotionality and sincerity to heal the traumas of war.

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PHOTOGRAPHY AS A FORM OF STATEMENT AND MEANS
OF FIXING PRESENCE IN A. PEREZ REVERTE’S BATALIST

Abstract. Modern literary criticism pays much attention to the theme of photography in fiction. R. Barth and his followers
emphasize the active interpenetration of the two arts, which results in a play with imprint, blur, and image. Photography turns
out to be a point of reference for reconstructing the past. The photographic image claims to be an archival document necessary
for reconstructing the past, and the photograph claims to be completely objective, though limited by a subjective position. In
the plot of A Perez Revert’s novel «The Battler» the camera, as well as photography itself, occupies a special place. After all, it is
the camera that helps the photographer to recreate the chosen object of reality, to turn a moment into time frozen in history. For
a photojournalist, a camera is not just a device for creating photo frames, but a component of his life, a mechanism that works
in harmony with his body. The camera forms the inner world of the photographer, projecting the reality around him. During the
Croatian war of the early 199075, it allowed the combatant to see what he saw through the prism of his own emotions and beliefs
and recreate it in a specific photograph. A photograph is not only a documentary fact, but also a work of art, because it is a unique
combination of dozens of random factors that together affect the perception of the photographer, coincide in one moment, are
focused by the lens and reflected in it. This text is part of a discourse about the changing status of the document and the role of the
photographer in assessing events, his ethical position, and recording presence. The one who publicly manifests his individuality
and creative potential to make his voice heard, or to demonstrate images and attribute to himself a certain autonomy in relation
to the world and its institutions, sooner or later becomes an artist.

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PSYCHOLOGICAL AND EMOTIONAL ASPECTS
OF REPRESENTATION OF EMIGRATION IN UKRAINIAN FICTION

Abstract. Ukrainian emigration is an extremely multifaceted phenomenon, therefore approaches to its study and research
can be very different. The article deals with the reflection of emigration in Ukrainian literature and journalism as the most
psychological and emotional source of information, which always pays attention to the problems of the time and in its own way
looks for ways to solve them.

Starting from the end of the 19th century, that s, from the first stage of emigration, the beginnings of Ukrainians’ departure abroad
were different. Mainly, each stage is characterized as «labor» or «political» (sometimes these two directions were synthesized), but
always leaving from the native land caused deep experiences and emotions associated with the unknown, a different way of life, a
break with the family, closest people in general. In the scholarly works, the penultimate «worker» stage, or as it is also generally called
the «italian» stage of emigration, has been insufficiently described. Not studied is the last stage, which is connected with today’s war
on the territory of Ukraine, which is still continuing. But the artistic thinking of the people, associated with the emotional perception
of events in extreme conditions, manifests itself faster. And we already have new works. Perhaps they cannot yet compete with the
works of V. Stefanyk, Y. Sverstyuk, U. Samchuk and other writers who have already become classics, but these works are actual and
there is a need for them. There are still not enough scientific works in which the issue of emigration is considered in the literature.

Linguistic relativity and linguistic determinism
theories, conceptualized in the works by Edward
Sapir (Sapir, 1929), Benjamin Lee Whorf (Whorf,
1956a, 1956b), Guy Deutscher (Guy, 2005; 2010),
Eric Lenneburg (Lenneburg, 1964), Roger Brown
(Brown, 1954) and many illustrious others gave

a powerful impetus for the research of language,
communication and culture. There are scientists
who believe that every language is a constituent
part of a certain culture, while their opponents
point out that language and culture are vastly dif-
ferent, though still interrelated. Some argue that
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the language is strongly influenced by the culture,
and all the realia pertaining to that culture will be
reflected in the language. Conversely, there is also a
line of reasoning according to which the language
and culture influence human thinking and the way
people see the world. The realia of Russian-Ukrain-
ian War are reflected not only in the Ukrainian lan-
guage, bit in numerous other languages, and new
phenomena are viewed and explained through the
magnifying glasses of various cultures.

In the media discourses of Britain and the USA
the lexical bulk describing war actions in Ukraine,
weaponry used, combatants, terror, trauma, suffer-
ings, peace talks, war economy etc. prevails, but it
is far more than that. After the Russian-Ukrainian
war broke out the whole world, not only Britain
and the USA, seemed to become blue and yellow.
We can say that both literally and figuratively:

«No war»: Sport turns blue and yellow for
Ukraine (Bangkok post) (AFP, 2022).

Thousands around the world turn streets blue
and yellow to support Ukraine (The Mirror) (War-
burton, Cardy, Clover, 2022).

Monuments around the world are lit up in
Ukrainian flag colors following Russia’s invasion
(The Insider) (Lakritz, 2022).

The countries and the whole continents were
united in solidarity with Ukraine. World-famous
sights and iconic monuments, as well as govern-
mental buildings lit up in our national colours. A
huge custom-made Ukrainian flag (30 feet by 60
feet) flying over Chicago, reminds the Chicagoans
and guests of the city of the war in Europe. This is
the largest flag of Ukraine in the USA, and it was
raised on 200-foot flagpole belonging to the Ster-
ling Bay Real Estate Company.

The word «Ukraine» became one of most-fre-
quently used in the world. Millions of volunteers,
sympathetic with the Ukrainian cause, started
working immediately in order to provide food, wa-
ter, medicines and other essentials. Almost a quar-
ter of Ukraine’s population have been driven from
their homes, and citizens of other countries gave
the refugees food, shelter and assistance needed.
The royalties, the governments became involved,
giving invaluable help. The US land-lease and mil-
itary help from numerous European democracies
were the things of crucial importance. Deserving
people in Ukraine and volunteers from all over the
world became super heroes and role-models. Car-
ing and sharing became a new popular trend.

The heroic people of Ukraine became world's
A-listers. They were awarded the European Parlia-
ment's 2022 Sakharov Prize, and the Time mag-
azine named Spirit of Ukraine and President Vo-
lodymyr Zelensky person of the year. Very often
Ukraine is mentioned in the media discourses of
Britain and the USA due to A-list celebrities who
offer their help. For instance, Ashton Kutcher and
the Ukrainian-born Mila Kunis managed to raise a
huge sum of money for Ukraine, topping $ 35 mln.
Richard Gere sold his luxurious and quite rare Jag-
uar convertible for $ 31 mln to help the Ukrainians.
The former UK Prime Minister David Cameron
drove more than 2,000 miles to deliver donated
goods and supplies to the Ukrainian refugees. Pink
Floyd, Madonna, Elton John, John Bon Jovi, Stevie
Wonder, Metallica, Celine Dion, Bruce Springsteen,
Billie Eilish, Maneskin and many other top-notch
professionals from various walks of life showed full
support for Ukraine. British legendary rock-band
Pink Floyd reunited almost after 30 years and re-
leased their «Hey Hey Rise Up» — a music video
for Ukraine, featuring a famous Ukrainian singer
Andrii Khlyvnyuk who sung «Oit y my3i uepBona
kammua» (Oh, the red Guelder rose (snowball tree/
viburnum) in the meadow). That composition in
Ukrainian topped the charts in numerous Europe-
an countries, Canada, Australia and the USA. Ex-
amples like these are numerous and inspiring.

Ukraine became very fashionable, because even
the world of glamour reacted to the war. Gorgeous
evening gowns made by Ukrainian brands Lever
Couture, Frolov, Andre Tan, Oksana Karavanska
were triumphant on the most prestigious world
stages and red carpet runners after 24 February
2022. At the 75th Cannes Film Festival Sharon
Stone stole the show in her business suit tailored
in the colours of the Ukrainian flag. Salma Hayek,
Maria Chaplin, Greta Lee, Tilda Swinton, Mara
Bugarin, Mara Vikol, Lee Jung Che, Mila Jovovich
and her daughter Ever Gabo Anderson exuded
glamour and chic wearing the colors of the Ukrain-
ian flag on the red carpets. Michael Douglas, Jamie
Lee Curtis, Samuel L. Jackson, Douglas Hodge,
Lisa Ann Walter, Jon Bernthal, Shari Belafonte,
Nicholas Britell, Tyler Perry, Paolo Sorrentino,
Diane Warren, Yuh-Jung Youn and many other
stars wore a blue ribbon to support Ukrainian refu-
gees. Jason Momoa inspired with his blue and yel-
low pocket square. Even a world-famous cat from
Kharkiv, called Stepan, who is widely known for his
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unruffled equanimity and good looks, was wearing
a blue-and-yellow bow tie at Cannes.

Quite a number of words acquired additional
connotative meanings because of the war. Ukraini-
an flag features golden wheat that grows under the
blue skies. But during the war these two symbols
of peace and plenty became associated with free-
dom, courage and resilience. A Vasylkiv maiolica
cockerel came to be the symbol of inviolability and
defiance of the Ukrainians in the war. Initially the
ceramic rooster was known just as a decorative
piece produced by the maiolica factory in the town
of Vasylkiv (Kyiv Region) in the 1980-s. The work
was erroneously attributed to Prokip Bidasiuk and
then the Protorievs family, but the author of the
cockerel still remains unknown. The ceramic jug
acquired a new connotative meaning when a photo
of one of the flats in the town of Borodianka (Kyiv
Region) went viral. After the severe shellings lots
of apartment blocks there were almost complete-
ly destroyed. But amid trauma, misery and chaos
one could see a wall with a kitchen cabinet mount-
ed on it. Surprisingly as it may seem, the kitchen
cabinet and the plates in it were not reduced to tat-
ters. Upon closer inspection, a ceramic rooster was
noticed on top of that cabinet. Due to that photo
of the rooster became the symbol of resilience and
inner strength of the Ukrainians.

Later on, an artist from Kharkiv, Ukraine’s sec-
ond largest city, presented the President of Ukraine
Volodymyr Zelensky and the then Prime Minister
of the UK Boris Johnson with the two souvenirs full
of meaning — the two ceramic cockerels, identical
to that one from Borodianka:

Ceramic cockerels surprise Boris Johnson and
Volodymyr Zelenskiy on Kyiv walk

T'm from London’ says British PM. ‘T know, I'm
from Kharkiv,” says bystander proffering traditional
jugs that in the war have come to symbolise Ukrain-
ian resilience(The Guardian) (Rachwani, 2022).

The «British» cockerel was then auctioned and
its Ukrainian ceramic «counterpart» is still in the
working cabinet of President Volodymyr Zelensky
and can be seen during briefings and numerous TV
interviews.

Ukraine itself became a new symbol of bravery.

e.g. I thought I knew what bravery was. And
then I saw Ukraine(The New York Times) (Ste-
vens, 2022); Brave and unbowed (The Sunday Post)
(Aintken, 2022); Kyiv, the City of Courage (the Dai-
ly Mail) (Franey, 2022).

«To be Ukrained» means «to be defeated be-
cause of the underestimation of a foe/opponent/
aggressor» .

During the wartime in Ukraine there appeared
quite a number of new realia:

Boris Johnsonyuk (Bopuc [J#concontox) — a big
friend of Ukraine. Mr Johnson became a hero in
Ukraine, because his unequivocal support for our
country was phenomenal. The surname Johnson
was transformed to sound like a Ukrainian family
name with the typical suffix «tox». Johnsonyuk orig-
inated from Johnson, UK and is used in the Ukrain-
ian language to express gratitude and admiration
towards Mr Johnson.

Boris Johnson (croissant). Boris Johnson is not
only the former British PM, but also a name of a
new treat, also known as the «Johnsonuk dessert».
This popular croissant was inspired by English ap-
ple pie, topped with a wavy white meringue and a
dollop of vanilla ice cream to resemble Mr John-
son’s signature hairdo.

Liz Truss (croissant). Its filling is a rose-lav-
ender-blackberry mixture with vanilla custard,
that makes the treat tender from the outside, and
tiery on the inside, just like the former British
PM herself.

Liz Truss was also deemed to be a big friend of
our country. Due to that she was also «naturalized»
and on social media her family name was trans-
formed according to the most typical derivational
patterns of Ukrainian surnames (e.g. Trassyshyn
(Tpaccuwun), Trasiuk (Tpactox), Liz Trasailo (/1i3
Tpacaiino), Liza Tarasiuk (Jlisa Tapactoxk), Liz Tra-
senko (/1is Tpacetko)).

Rishi Sunak (pastry). The most recent and the
most expensive among the «political» desserts in
Ukraine.

Kalush — a pink bucket hat made popular by
the Kalush Orchestra band from Ukraine. Kalush
is a town in Ukraine that gave its name to the band
and to a new hat. Kalush Orchestra won the 2022
Eurovision song contest.

Bledina — a swear word, showing frustration
and denoting a Russian air missile.

The phrase of the Ukrainian border guard: «Rus-
sian warship, f**k you...)» became very popular in
its exact wording. It is widely used for various life-
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time situations when the response is definitely neg-
ative. This quote is also printed on the merchandise
including sportswear, bags, T-shirts, long-sleeves,
etc. Ukrainian postage stamps and the Easter card
by a world-famous political cartoonist Morten
Morland featuring the sunk cruiser «Moskva» also
proved to be a great success.

Summing up one may say that Ukraine became
very dear to millions of people all over the world.
Living in different countries they speak the same
language of dignity, kindness, mutual support and
freedom. That very idea of our togetherness is very
precious and should be cherished as much as pos-
sible. The good always triumphs over the evil, and
the grim reality will definitely give way to prosper-
ous future, much wanted and richly deserved.

A PREMONITION OF WAR IN LITHUANIAN MUSIC AND LITERATURE
(2021-2022)

Abstract. The article draws attention to the impact of the political situation on the conceptuality of music and the formation of
paradigmatic situations of musical language in newly created pieces. Such examples can be found in the new works of three young
authors: Mykolas Natalevicius (b. 1985) «Gas Flare», Andrius §iurys (b. 1991) «Non-finito» and Dominykas Digimas (b. 1993) «Sub-
silence» for flute and organ, 2022. Here the music is identified with space — with the emerging connection between space and the
universe, with the analogy of burning space and emptiness, consolidating the paradigm of space and its transformations in new music.
Inotherwords, the transcendentalism of its visual landscape is linked to the air as a matter via the acoustic sound poetics of air-controlled
instruments, flute and organ. It is particularly related to the paradigm of the vanishing and the birth of sound or the rebirth in a hum,
aparticular analogy of the apocalypse and the creation of an alternative — the other space. In that sense, the works of this new music
can be filled with a premonition of war and the annihilation of humanity, what their content speaks about. Natalevicius's «Gas Flare»
talks about the ecological death of the earth, related to the extraction of gas energy from the depths of the earth. About the flame, its
overall destructive irrationality and the eclipse of the economy. Siurys’s <Non-finito» tells about the interaction of timelines leading to
a rationally cold aggressive nothingness, the so-called «The Devil’s stairs» (according to G. Ligeti) and the static of eternity. Digimas'’s
«Sub-silence» is a work of post-apocalyptic hope, where the depths of silence hide the impulses of the light-shadow interaction, the
mysterious movement of the regrouping of the layers of nature and the mystifying rebirth — the silent turn of the world. The latter is a
characteristic phenomenon of Lithuanian art philosophy, the pulsation of the links between art and nature, which Digimas transforms
into the present in his own way, concentrating even more on the paradigmatic situation of a global transformation.

Meanwhile, the literature opens up a direct historical context connected to the present: Russia versus Europe. It is the latest
book, «Peter’s Empress», volumes | and Il by Kristina Sabaliauskaité (b. 1974), the most popular writer in Lithuania at this moment
(Vilnius: Baltos lankos, 2019, 2021). Here, the writer exposes the horrific wounds of Russian history, the implied terror and threats to
Europe, based on the historical facts of the era of Peter I, told through the perception of his wife Marta Skowronska, who originally
came from a Lithuanian-Polish family, living in town and went through all the possible shifts and metamorphosis to become
the Empress of Russia. The difficult-to-take-in topicality of Sabaliauskaité’s book, opening the sick Russian mentality connection
between medieval slavery, world domination and being sealed off from foreign influences, a mixture of raging madness and
cruelty, was an extremely prophetic literary «blow» in 2021, which shook Lithuania, reminding of terrible experiences before the
start of a new war. The writer also became an analyst of the actual today'’s situation, presenting translations of «Peter’s Empress» in
Europe and at book forums, where her work and thoughts about Russia’s mental identity became a sharp intellectual instrument
capable of explaining the «<implausibility» of the war to a nurtured European democracy. Thus, she and her literature became
direct participants in the defence mission of the hurt nations.

It can be stated that Lithuanian music and literature sensed the essential quiet and later a blazing turn of the world and
unfolded Baltic Mannerheim’s line on its horizons.

Lithuanian culture, in significant part, is based
on historical imagination and experience to fight
for freedom. Three Lithuanian composers were
asked to create new music works for flute and or-
gan for Lithuanian National Independence Day,
celebrated on February 16 since 1918. The event
took place in Berlin Epiphanien Church Charlot-
tenburg on Sunday, February 20, 2022. Three new
pieces occasionally happened to be the signs of feel-
ing the premonition of the war in different ways.
This article will take an insight into the music of
Lithuanian composers of the young generation and
their feelings toward the world’s future. There is a
unique point of view on the transformation of the
Baltic phenomenon in contemporary music, which
explores the eternity of space and time as transcen-
dental landscapes in music. The process continues
as a warning of the looming war in an interdisci-
plinary and radical movement explored by musi-
cologist Edvardas Sumila (Sumila, 2021, p. 52).

The historical imagination becomes a paradigm,
starting with famous works by Bronius Kutavici-
us (1932-2021) like «The last Pagan Rites» (1978),
what musicologist Rata Gaidamaviciaté describes
as modern archetypes of processual dramaturgy
(Gaidamaviciate, 2005, p. 73). The danger of Russia
as a terror state is analysed by authors Thymothy
Snyder («Litewska pisarka o Rosji», 2022) and Felt-
shinsky and Stancev (Felshtinski, 2022).

The contemporary image transforms the expe-
riences of history and national feelings of eternal
recovery in the new quality of space enlightened in
spectralism — in scapes of evanescent sounds and
their acoustic aspects. There are three aspects of
«evanescent space»: burning impulse of irrational-
ity (gas flare), deep dimensions of the connections
of the past-future in the layers of memory (sub-si-
lence) and hidden progressive aggression of strange
history circle (non-infinity). All three works ex-
plore the mystery of the music world in their un-
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derground specificity of instrumental philosophy
of both instruments filled with air dimension — the
flute and the organ.

Mykolas Natalevic¢ius’ (born 1985) piece «Gas
Flare» for flute and organ is inspired by ecological
problems about producing gas as a global ener-
gy source (see: www.worldbank.org). In different
countries around the world, particularly in the
deserts of Africa, there are many gas drills, which
flares overpower nature, increases illnesses and the
number of people’s deaths and inhibit the recrea-
tion of nature. This global ecological crisis results
from climate change and the road to the evanes-
cence of life. With the collapse of epochs without
wars, the «Gas Flare» leads us to the burning spaces
of existence in the world. Natalevi¢ius work named
«Gas Flare» takes on that image in music: the image
of nothing — gas emerges in the indescribable form
as the air on earth, the blow of wind, and irrational
impulses reaching us out of the depths of the earth
and becomes a flare — dangerous, uncontrolled
burning air, leading to the elimination of life,
through the emptiness of low acoustic sound space.
Natalevicius’s piece «Gas Flare» has three waves of
«burning» emblematic factures for flute and organ,
instrumental and arrhythmic intensive figurative
movements, collapsing in some static-emptiness.
This type of air blowing is produced in flute and
organ as sound-space instruments of depths in
unknown movements and unceasing static. The
instruments create the image of air as a burning
space — a Gas Flare, some irrationally controver-
sial phenomenon for natural existence.

The piece «Gas Flare» points to our fragility and
the indecisiveness of global policies. There is a hid-
den drama of contemporary society, even with its
dualism towards energy sources. It is particularly
actual in Germany with the naivety of «real poli-
tics» leading to Russia’s domination as a source of
gas in Europe. Natalevicius’s piece could be a warn-
ing sign for times of tension speaking about eco-
nomic power in Europe.

The second piece, «Non-finito», is composed
by Andrius Siurys (born 1991). It could be com-
pared with Gyorgy Ligeti’s (1923-2006) «Lux Ae-
terna» (1966), «Atmospheéres» (1961), «Volumina»
(1966), «Requiem» (1965) and special «The Devils
Staircase» (2001). Continuity of sound changes the
paradigm in Ligeti’s piano music as a work of the
eternal uncounted movement. There is serial stat-
ics that leads to the dimension of times and feel-

ings of the epochs, the constant turn of the world.
This perspective emerges in Andrius Siurys’s work
«Non-finito» for organ and flute as a single line of
mutual work. The sound of both instruments inte-
grates into the united sound, travelling from depths
to heights in mysterious labyrinths of lonely four
lines — endless melodies in space and time. There is
the darkness of organ low bass sounds (pedals) and
serial manual lines’ movements in steps travelling
in the unknown direction up and down in space,
vanishing and appearing without great impulse or
break, just as the line itself — non-finito. The im-
pulses create themselves and disappear without an
exigency or reason. This piece is mysterious and full
of existential, aggressive, and intonational secrets,
never looking back into history. Unlike Natalevici-
us’s piece about «burning space», this one is called
«Non-finito» and depicts the feeling of aggression
of continuity in time. «Non-finito» poses a new
paradigm of never vanishing strange soundscapes.
The idea of eternity exposes aggression hidden in
the nonsense of lost humanity, which seeks cold
dominance over others’ space.

The third new piece of prewar time is composed
by Dominikas Digimas (*1993) and called «Sub-si-
lence». In opposition to the aggressive energy of
«Non-finito», this creation delves into the dimen-
sion of deep calmness of being under the water or
the earth. Nevertheless, there are some well-hidden
impulses of changes, uprising life and light shifting
process. The young composer operates the sound
of the organ to create that deepest calmness of the
earth and the sound of the flute in short fragments
of post-existential non-melody, just like the «blow-
ing of the wind», «waves of air» and images of the
«stardust falling down from the night sky»... The
most silent piece exposes a specific linguistic game
in its title: sub-silence in Lithuanian means Sub-ty-
la, similar to the word subtili, meaning delicate...
This almost evanescent line between steps of si-
lenced and louder emerging fragments of musical
cells, neither the real motifs of melody nor harmo-
ny, is essential in the most peaceful, harmonising,
stabilising way of existence. This almost vanishing
line of existence in sound leads to unknown but
very trustful and sensitive darkness... Digimas’s
«Sub-silence» is in deep opposition to every cha-
os, apocalyptic turn, every life experience of the
breakdown, every closing down and social aggres-
sion. The composer even emancipates soundscape
from structural limitations to continual transition,

allowing the instrument to breathe freely without
carrying formal images of «being at work». Such
music resembles the philosophy of natural beings
and becomes a modern «scientific» and classical
ideal for thoughts realising eternal life streams. It
could also be felt as a very comforting piece of mu-
sic, like pieces of classical music.

These three compositions have in common the
feeling of the premonition of war in space: burning
and «empty» space, hidden aggressions space of in-
cremental changes similar to the «climbing stairs»
in dark-heaven dimensions and deep calmness of
space under space, shifting to life impulses and dis-
appearing again... It is the music of the prewar or
possibly the post-war — the post-civilisational feel-
ings and images.

Compared with the prominence of literature of
the prewar time, texts open a straightforward cru-
cial viewpoint of turn to history context regarding
complicated Europe’s links toward Russia. Here,
the attention concentrates on two volumes of a new
book by writer Kristina Sabaliauskaité (born 1974),
«Peter’s Empress», volume I, and II, published by
Baltos lankos, 2021 (Sabaliauskaité, 2021). In these
novels, Europe’s inability to «never understand»
Russia is explained in the shocking openness of
21st-century manner, speaking about cognitive
confusion, mental illness, destructiveness, cruelty,
and controversial killing of humans that progresses
with relations with the West. Sabaliauskaité’s work
is based on historical documents, archives, research
and points of unbelievable truth about Russian his-
tory. This dreadful truth makes «Peter’s Empress»
very contemporary with its glaring content and
particular writers’ style, covering the traumatic
East European political point of view. The Empire
paradigm of the «Russian World» should be the
breaking point for literature in style and content.

The constant and controversial Russia — Europe
collusion grows into a hard-handed experience,
known from documentaries and researched in ar-
chives, describing Russia’s «Europeanisation» in the
epoch of Peter I. The book «Peter’s Empress» exposes
the transformation of a viewpoint of a woman with
Lithuanian — Polish European roots into a Russian
Empress. This woman is Marta Skowronska, who
was Peter’s mistress, wife and mother of his children
and, after his death, became an Empress of Russia. In
both volumes, Sabaliauskaité describes this longer-
than-200-year-old history through visualisation of
contemporary bloody horror and grotesque crazi-

ness of Russia seeking overall greatness, imposing
barbaric Imperialism, and the need to dominate
over everyone, the world and even God. Peter’s will
has united the Tsar and the God to rule the world:
«Vsia vlast ot Boga» (Sabaliauskaité, 2021, p. 238,
242). The contemporarity of this book is evident
and sharp, shaking all sensitive beings to the core,
leading toward a personal protest common for the
Western liberal intelligentsia, the feeling of danger
to touch Russia, to insult her «as she is a monster».
The contemporary intelligentsia of the West obvi-
ously is not ready to believe what Sabaliauskaité de-
scribes as Peter’s «Great Russia». Discussion about
her book even today leads to academic opposition
and protests, but nonetheless, she became political-
ly active in connection to the representation of her
book and the new war in Europe started by Russia.
In Amsterdam, April 2022, and other forums (EBIT,
or «The Open Books», September 2022) («K. Saba-
liauskaités balsas Europoje», 2022) in her statements
talking about Russia, Sabaliauskaité points out what
mistakes are constantly made by the Western world
to understand Russia as culture, but not really as a
terror state.

Sabaliauskaité, speaking about Russian mental-
ity, points to a special dualism that leads to con-
troversy and craziness: being enclosed in its own
depressive circle of emptiness, all estranged in the
wrong environment, non-worthy of existence and,
on the contrary, burning in endless passion for
dominating, ready to explode because of the impor-
tance of its own world, greedy to punish the others
for their existence, to eliminate everyone around as
enemies («Tamsioji valstybé», 2022). Russia’s vic-
tory is always a catastrophe to other nations, firstly
to their neighbours and further to nations around
the globe. Sabaliauskaité tries to explain this cat-
astrophic phenomenon in her politically active
statements in the Netherlands and Poland (“Lite-
wska pisarka o Rosji”, 2022) and it is also described
in her historical book, witnessing how «dangerous
is to offend Russia», what goes into its «devil’s stair-
case» is «impossible to believe». Her book always
raises the question of whether it «could be a truth»
and «based documentary» and is distinctly compa-
rable with the new Russia war. It is indisputable for
Baltic readers, Poland citizens, and the neighbour-
ing states of the «Evil Empire», as President Ronald
Reagan called it (Regan, 1983).

However, how long is the road for us to go?
Infinity of «The Devil’s Staircase» and descent
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into hell, how it has been described in Sabaliau-
skaité’s literature work, still does not receive an
answer in contemporary Europe. Maybe it is hid-
den in the music as an alternative to the world, a
feeling of hope.

Conclusions. Literature and music of the pre-
war period are radicalised by feelings of the dan-
gerous experience of repeating history turns.

The feeling of premonition of war in Lithua-
nian literature became a turning point to show
Russia in reality as a state of terror full of its dan-
gerous imperialistic inadequate «greatness» and
not as only a state of great culture. We highlight
the maniacal desire to dominate and destroy
everything, including their freedom-seeking peo-
ple. It is a country of threat to all European neigh-
bours. In Sabaliauskaité’s texts, this almost unreal
image of bloody fields — the «bloodlands» (Sny-
der, 2012) left after Russian army forces marched
in Europe opens in front of the readers’ eyes. The
mental and physical damage left to humankind
was never exposed in literature in this manner.
The idea of Russia as a state of culture is adored by
the West, which in Sabaliauskaité’s texts seems as
a very wrong and deluded approach. The «Peter’s
Empress» raises the topic of Russia in the new ac-
tualised paradigm of mental illness — a paranoia
of Imperialism leading to total destruction from
the body to soul. Similar statements are voiced by
Russian writers from abroad: Yury Felshtinsky
and Michail Stancev (Felshtinski, 2022).

However, in Lithuanian music, the feeling of the
premonition of war is transformed to explore the
other space, shaping music as a form of a whole, as
a global idea of survival over the epochs. Space, as
such, unlocks its importance for the existence of
humankind and nature. Here we have three dif-
ferent pieces /three spaces of music, three sound-
scapes — the «other space» landscapes: 1) burn-
ing space (Natalevi¢ius «Gas Flare»), 2) non-ex-
istence — lifeless space (Siurys «Non-Finito»), 3)
undercover space — the mystery of impulses of life
(Digimas «Sub-silence»). All three spaces are based
on research of sound cells on intonation as the only
instinct of survival or possibly «negotiations for
surviving with the devil». There are turning points
of new Lithuanian existentialism, full of images of
the post-times (post-war times).

In some way, three musical pieces by young
Lithuanian composers approach with their sensi-

tiveness of soundscape to calm down the current
situation. This closeness is a contemporary harmo-
nising feeling of the world, defending the civilisa-
tion if it is possible to express it this way, defending
it together with the bravery of Ukrainian military
forces. Without them, there would not be more
thoughts about the new music and what it means,
and no ideas about surviving for post-war humani-
ty. Now our hearts beat with them in hope.
