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INTRODUCTION

25 years ago in Bologna harmonization processes among higher education systems
across the Europe were initiated for the integration of intellectual, cultural, social, scientific
and technological potential, reform of higher education policies and the creation of the
European Higher Education Area (EHEA)'. Ukraine joined this process in 2005, when it
received full membership in the EHEA for deepening cross-border academic cooperation,
intensifying the mobility of teachers and students, and mutual recognition of learning
outcomes and qualifications. Within the framework of the Bologna Process the tools of
Public Diplomacy and “soft power” are being implemented, and rapprochement is taking
place through an open dialogue between member states on higher education reforms,
common academic principles and values.

Atthe same time, the Bologna declaration recognizes and respects national peculiarities,
language differences and national educational systems?, which are obviously based
on some distinct normative documents, and therefore often use various terminology —
sometimes denoting the same things with different definitions, and sometimes using specific
terminology to characterize national features, phenomena and processes inherent only
in a particular educational system. Consequently, in the context of European integration
processes in the field of higher education there is a need to coordinate, ensure compliance
and compare terminology.

Tthere have been several attempts to systematize key concepts and terms of higher
education in Ukraine. In particular, with the assistance of the EU project “National
Erasmus+ Office — Ukraine”, four publications “National Educational Glossary: Higher
Education™ were published. Also in 2018, the “National Educational and Scientific
Glossary of the National Academy of Pedagogical Sciences”™ was published.

At the same time, the dynamics of legislative changes and European integration of
Ukrainian higher education, the development of cross-border quality assurance, as well as
the adoption of a new “Regulation on Accreditation of Educational Programs”, according
to which higher education applicants are trained®, not only pose new organizational
challenges for all participants and stakeholders, but also require a common understanding
and interpretation of relevant terms, procedures and processes. Under such circumstances
there is an urgent need to ensure compliance with the use of EHEA terms in Ukrainian
higher education that gave rise to the idea of the author’s team® of the National Agency
for Higher Education Quality Assurance to create this thesaurus that found professional
support from colleagues from the Kyiv National Linguistic University.

This publication offers a detailed presentation of higher education terminology and its
quality assurance, which is used at the national level in Ukraine, in comparison with the
interpretations used in EHEA and beyond. The most commonly and widely used terms are
presented in such a way that readers can conveniently find their definitions in accordance
with Ukrainian legislation and regulations and better understand them in comparison with
European terminology.

We hope that this result of the joint work of National Agency for Higher Education
Quality Assurance and Kyiv National Linguistic University will not only contribute to a
better understanding of the relevant terminology and its correct use, but will also serve to
accelerate European integration of Ukraine.

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FOREWORD

Thesaurus of Termsin the Field of Higher Education Quality Assurance: Ukrainian-
English / English-Ukrainian Parallels (hereinafter referred to as the Thesaurus) is
intended for higher education institutions and academic institutions of Ukraine that are
integrating into the European Higher Education Area and the European Research Area,
actively pursuing the internationalisation process of higher education and monitoring
the quality of all areas of their activities through the accreditation of study programmes.

The main goal of the Thesaurus is to systematise and harmonise the key terms of
higher education quality assurance systems in Ukraine and the EU and to provide
their Ukrainian-English / English-Ukrainian terminological designations with optimal
prescriptive and descriptive definitions (with two-way translation and corresponding
equivalents).

The Thesaurus includes terms that optimally describe the process and outcome of
educational activities, higher education quality assurance, its monitoring and evaluation
through accreditation of study programmes.

The chosen thesaurus approach to compiling the terms made it possible to systematise
them into 5 thematic clusters: . EDUCATIONAL ACTIVITY. II. HIGHER EDUCATION
(QUALITY OF HIGHER EDUCATION). III. NATIONAL AGENCY FOR HIGHER
EDUCATION QUALITY ASSURANCE (AGENCY). IV. ACCREDITATION. V. AUDIT.
Each thematic cluster reveals the content of specific terms or a group of terms united by
semantic proximity / density with the key term at the top. The top of a thematic cluster
is a term that is a hyperonym and reflects in its definition the semantic relations with all
the hyponymic terminological units that form this cluster.

Therefore, the Thesaurus can be seen as a model of the terminological system of
notions in the field of higher education quality assurance, which is a dynamic, hyper-
hyponymic scheme of relations between thematic clusters of terms with their prescriptive
and descriptive definitions (Ukrainian-English / English-Ukrainian), reflecting the
process and result of joint activities of the National Agency for Higher Education Quality
Assurance and higher education institutions and academic institutions of Ukraine.

stakeholders, who may prioritise
different purposes, can view quality
in higher education differently and
quality assurance needs to take into
account these different perspectives.
Quality, whilst not easy to define,

is mainly a result of the interaction
between teachers, students and the
institutional learning environment.
Quality assurance should ensure a
learning environment in which the
content of programmes, learning
opportunities and facilities are fit
for purpose.

This refers to how well providers
support students to consistently
achieve positive outcomes in
learning, personal development and
career advancement, while meeting
the reasonable expectations of those
students, employers, government
and society in general.

Quality culture

At the heart of all quality assurance
activities are the twin purposes of
accountability and enhancement.
Taken together, these create

trust in the higher education
institution’s performance. A
successfully implemented quality
assurance system will provide
information to assure the higher
education institution and the

public of the quality of the higher
education institution’s activities
(accountability) as well as provide
advice and recommendations on
how it might improve what it is
doing (enhancement). Quality
assurance and quality enhancement
are thus inter-related. They can
support the development of a quality
culture that is embraced by all: from
the students and academic staft to
the institutional leadership and
management.

Quality culture is a set of group
values that guide how improvements
are made to everyday working
practices and consequent outputs.

A quality culture embodies
professional reflection as a learning
community: a community that
includes all the participants. It is
intrinsic to a way of life, a way of
thinking and a way of coming to
understand the overall enterprise
which it embodies.

Quality culture refers to an
organisational culture that intends
to enhance quality permanently
and is characterised by two distinct
elements: on the one hand, a
cultural/psychological element of
shared values, beliefs, expectations
and commitment towards quality
and, on the other hand, a structural/
managerial element with defined
processes that enhance quality and
aim at coordinating individual
efforts.

IQA relates to diverse
understandings of quality,
many of which are
contextually determined,
reflecting different
national, institutional,

and disciplinary traditions
and cultures. While IQA

is primarily concerned
with the enhancement of
academic quality, it also has
the potential to establish
necessary linkages between
academia and the labour
market. Indeed, procedures
linked to the quality
assurance of academic
programmes are very
commonly concerned with
the question of whether

or not a programme is
sufficiently aligned with
the competencies needed
in the labour market. A
related question, therefore,
is whether professionals
are sufficiently involved

in periodic reviews of

a programme and its
organization. Typically,
IQA is concerned with the
collection of information
on the success in the
labour market of graduates
of a given academic
programme, and of the
graduates’ and employers’
opinions on the relevance of
the programme in light of
their professional realities.

A dual study programme combines
academic studies with experience in
a company and vocational training.
Dual study programmes have
practical orientation.

If you choose a dual study
programme, you also have to sign

a contract with a company. The
training then usually takes place

at two separate locations: on the
company’s premises and at the higher
education institution.

Dual study programmes can
be training-integrated, career-
integrated or practice-integrated.

Training-integrated: The degree
programme is combined with
training in a recognised occupation
requiring formal training. Study
phases and vocational training are
linked in terms of time and content.

Practice-integrated: Study phases
alternate with practical phases in a
company. The content of the courses
at the higher education institution
and the content of the practical
training are related. Students gain
a first degree that qualifies them
to practice a profession, but not

a qualification in a recognised
occupation requiring vocational
training.
